Comparison of Variation Egg Production Traits in the Domestic White Egg Laying Parent Strains Which Developed at Ankara Poultry Research Institute

For the  purpose  of developing domestic white  egg Hybrid  layer Parents, the   studies  started  at  the  Poultry Research Institute   of Ankara in  1970,  and three  sire  and four dam. Lines coded, as AA,   CC, EE and BB,   DD, PF,   KK were obtained.

In this research various production characteristics of the parents were tested until 43th weeks   age.   According  to the discriminant  analysis  made by  taking into  the consideration  all  the   characters,   the  line AA had been found significantly different from others with respect to  the  egg weight  and live weight. No significant differences were found among other lines.

As a consequence,   AA,   CC,   EE sire lines and BB,   DD,   PF,   KK dam lines were mixed to produce two groups.
