Determination of Blood Group Alleles within a Brown Egg Layer and a White Egg Layer Pure Lines Which Produced at Poultry Research Institute of Ankara

Data evaluated in this study was obtained from three family groups consisted of male parent, female parent and their progeny. Reciprocal immunizations in each family between parents resulted in production of antiserum detecting two pairs of alloantigen segregating among the progeny. Produced antiserum and reference reagents obtained from abroad were tested by using of progeny erythrocyte. As the result, B blood group alleles were determined in 3 male parents, 3 female parents and their 22 progeny. In family groups, alleles of Bg12, B12, Bg4, B4 and B7 were estimated in B blood group system.
