Effects of Various Disinfectant Substances on Hatchability and Embryonic Mortality of Hatching Eggs
In this research, Brown eggs were used. They were laid by brown-eggs parent lines (SHY and GHY Lines) which were developed at Poultry Research Institute of Ankara.

On these eggs, different level of formaldehyde, hydrogen peroxide and hypochlorite were treated. Microbiologic activate on the hatching egg shell early embryonic mortality and late embryonic mortality were observed. At the results any difference were not found.  According to the pipped and hatchability results were statistically significant.
