Comparison of Some Disinfectants Used in the Disinfection of Hatching Eggs and Their Effects on Some Hatching Characteristics

In this study; formaldehyde, Cid 2000, and fumispore S substances were used for disinfection of hatching eggs, then microbiological analysis was made and the influence of these disinfectants on embryo mortality was researched.

In the microbiological analysis while there was no statistical difference between Cid 2000 and formaldehyde regarding the effectiveness of germ killing (P< 0.01) fumispore S application showed statistically  a positive difference (P< 0.01).

On the 18th day, microbiological analysis, no difference was observed between fumispore and formaldehyde applications, however, Cid. 2000 application showed statistically  a positive difference (P<0.01).

Concerning early, mid and late-term embryo mortality no statistically significant difference was observed among the disinfectants of formaldehyde, Cid 2000 and fumispore S.
