Effect of Floor and 2/3 Slatted Floor Systems and Different Egg Storage Duration on Hatching Results

In this research, Brown Egg parent lines (SHY and GHY line) which developed at Poultry Research Institute of Ankara were used According to the purpose of the project hens and cock were raised on floor and an 2/3 wood-wire system at the same environmental conditions.

Due to hatchability results of breeding eggs obtained from these systems any difference were not found.

According to the different storage durations for breeding eggs (l, 4, 7, 10 and 14 days) differences were statistically significant. At the end of 72 weeks of age differences on egg production were found to be significant.
